Bow Brickhill Youth Club
Safety and Protection of Members
Bow Brickhill Youth Club is a small organisation employing no paid staff and using the services of volunteers to provide a meeting place for children and young people aged 9 to 16, where they can make friends and join in organized activities if they wish.  We are registered with the Milton Keynes Youth Service and the MK Council for Voluntary Youth Services and rely on them to give us advice and support in providing as safe an environment for our members as is possible.  The following statements concerning Health and Safety and Child Protection should be read in that context.
Health and Safety Statement
1. Meeting places

Regular meetings of the Youth Club are held in a building managed by Bow Brickhill Parish Council.  The Youth Club expects that the Parish Council will maintain the building and its equipment and facilities in a safe condition.

Outings

Most Bow Brickhill Youth Club outings are to venues that can be expected to be well maintained and have appropriate Health and Safety policies.  Such venues will include those maintained by Milton Keynes Borough Council and other local authorities, but will also include commercial venues such as skating rinks, bowling alleys and theme parks.
Occasionally, we are offered the use of private facilities or may organise walks or hikes off-site.  In such cases, leaders will always accompany the children, who will be expected to comply with the Youth Club rules on behaviour.

Where deemed necessary, parents are requested to complete a Parental Consent Form for any outings which their children wish to go on.  
3. Behaviour

We expect our members to behave sensibly and not put themselves or others at risk.  All members are asked to agree to the rules of the club (copy attached or see appropriate part of web site) and they may be suspended for breaching the rules.  We also rely on parents to help us to ensure good behaviour, conducive to the well being of their children and of others’.

4. First aid

Where possible, volunteers will attend first aid courses provided by suitable organisations.  It cannot be guaranteed that a trained first aider will be at club meetings.  
Child Protection Statement

All regular volunteers are required to undergo a check by the Criminal Records Bureau.

If it is suspected that a member of the club may be at risk of abuse of any kind at home, or elsewhere, the matter will be referred to the Milton Keynes Youth Service.  Volunteers are not qualified to investigate suspicions or to take action other than referring their concerns elsewhere.
